Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

In the Gospel this weekend, Jesus and the disciples are crossing the Sea, which is
the Sea of Galilee. It is a very common occurrence as there are many towns around
the sea and they are places that Christ visits during his public ministry. Just as
common as crossing the sea are the storms that come from nowhere and are quite
strong.

Ponder the imagery here, Jesus is on a lake, in a boat, with his disciples. These
things at first may not seem that significant. Consider this, in ancient times, waters are an image of
chaos and disorder. In Genesis, God creates and gives order to creation. Think then too, about those
who sailed the seas and oceans, they have no control over the waters. What the water does they must
respond to accordingly to survive and arrive at their destination. Likewise, the unbridled power of
the sea has claimed many vessels and the lives of those on them.

God puts order into creation. However, there is chaos in creation. We have to go back to the Garden
and look at the source, Adam and Eve wanted to be like God. But it is not just Adam and

Eve. There is something in us that we want to control things, we want to be in charge, we want to
determine what is right and wrong, we want our will to be done. When we put our will over and
against the will of God, chaos ensues. Just look at the world and you will see the great waves of cha-
os all about. In addition to this, there are many things that we cannot control in our lives no matter
how hard we try.

Now look at the image of the boat. It is an image of the Church going through the waters of the cha-
otic world. But look at the original event. There is a great storm, water is coming over the sides of
the boat, and disciples are even thinking they might drown at sea. Amid all this, where is Jesus?
Asleep on a cushion in the boat. Terrified they wake him, and he rebukes the storm and then ques-
tions their faith.

Jesus had a mission to accomplish of which dying at sea was not part of the mission. He is in the
boat, and the disciples are safe, but not necessarily in the way we think. Look at the image of the
boat as the Church, how many times in history has the Church been attacked, its members martyred,
and some of its members doing quite scandalous things, and there have been many times that her
members do not believe. In it all, the Church has not sunk into the waters of a chaotic world because
Christ remains in the Church.

Now look at this another way. After Jesus calms the storm, they ask who is this that the winds and
waves obey? Well go back to Genesis and you see that the winds and waves obey God. Jesus is
God. The one who is completely different from creation enters creation to save us and invite us to
partake in his love.

Now if we look at the image of the boat as our own life what does that mean? First it means that Je-
sus is not some kind of lucky charm that keeps “bad” things from happening. When we have a rela-
tionship with Jesus he is in our boat, our life, and yes, the chaos of the world will buffet us, it may be
sickness, disease, illness, death of a loved one, the loss of a job, or any number of things. These can-
not destroy our soul or our relationship with Jesus, but sin can. We must avoid sin as it can pull us
under and separate us from Christ.

In faith we know this, that even when we sin, Christ destroys the chaos of sin in our life when we go
to confession. When we live in relationship with him in the boat of the Church, he protects us from
the waves of the world and leads us on to eternal life.

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Queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo

En el Evangelio de este fin de semana, Jests y los discipulos estan cruzando el Mar, que

es el Mar de Galilea. Es un hecho muy comun, ya que hay muchos pueblos alrededor del
mar y son lugares que Cristo visita durante su ministerio publico. Tan comin como cru-

o zar el mar son las tormentas que surgen de la nada y son bastante fuertes.

Jesls esta en un lago, en una barca, con sus discipulos. Al principio, estas cosas pueden
no parecer tan significativas. En la antigliedad, las aguas eran una imagen de caos y de-
sorden. En el Génesis, Dios crea y da orden a la creacion. Piensa también en aquellos que navegaban
por los mares y océanos, ellos no tenian control sobre las aguas. Deben responder a lo que hace el
agua para sobrevivir y llegar a su destino. Del mismo modo, el poder desenfrenado del mar se ha co-
brado muchas embarcaciones y las vidas de quienes iban en ellas.

Dios pone orden en la creacion. Sin embargo, hay caos en la creacion. Tenemos que volver al Jardin
y mirar el origen, Adan y Eva querian ser como Dios. Pero no se trata s6lo de Adan y Eva. Hay algo
en nosotros que queremos controlar las cosas, queremos estar a cargo, queremos determinar lo que
estd bien y lo que esta mal, queremos que se haga nuestra voluntad. Cuando ponemos nuestra volun-
tad por encima y en contra de la voluntad de Dios, sobreviene el caos. Basta con mirar al mundo para
ver las grandes olas de caos que lo rodean. Ademas de esto, hay muchas cosas que no podemos con-
trolar en nuestras vidas por mucho que lo intentemos.

Fijémonos ahora en la imagen de la barca. Es una imagen de la Iglesia atravesando las aguas del mun-
do cadtico. Pero fijémonos en el acontecimiento original. Hay una gran tormenta, el agua se desborda
por los costados de la barca, y los discipulos llegan a pensar que podrian ahogarse en el mar. En me-
dio de todo esto, ;donde esta Jesus? Dormido sobre un cojin en la barca. Aterrorizados, le despiertan,
reprende la tormenta y cuestiona su fe.

Jesus tenia una mision que cumplir, y morir en el mar no formaba parte de ella. El esta en la barca, y
los discipulos estan a salvo, pero no necesariamente de la manera que pensamos. Miren la imagen de
la barca como la Iglesia, cudntas veces en la historia la Iglesia ha sido atacada, sus miembros mar-
tirizados, y algunos de sus miembros haciendo cosas bastante escandalosas, y ha habido muchas veces
que sus miembros no creen. En todo ello, la Iglesia no se ha hundido en las aguas de un mundo cadtico
porque Cristo permanece en la Iglesia.

Ahora miralo de otra manera. Después de que Jests calma la tempestad, preguntan ;quién es ese al
que obedecen los vientos y las olas? Pues bien, volvamos al Génesis y veremos que los vientos y las
olas obedecen a Dios. Jests es Dios. El que es completamente diferente de la creacion entra en la
creacion para salvarnos e invitarnos a participar de su amor.

Ahora bien, si consideramos la imagen de la barca como nuestra propia vida, ;qué significa eso? En
primer lugar, significa que Jesus no es una especie de amuleto de la suerte que evita que ocurran cosas
"malas". Cuando tenemos una relacion con Jesus el esta en nuestra barca, nuestra vida, y si, el caos
del mundo nos bufara, puede ser enfermedad, dolencia, muerte de un ser querido, la perdida de un tra-
bajo, o cualquier numero de cosas. Estos no pueden destruir nuestra alma o nuestra relacion con Jesus,
pero el pecado si. Debemos evitar el pecado ya que puede hundirnos y separarnos de Cristo.

En la fe sabemos esto, que incluso cuando pecamos, Cristo destruye el caos del pecado en nuestra vida
cuando vamos a confesarnos. Cuando vivimos en relacion con El en la barca de la Iglesia, nos protege
de las olas del mundo y nos conduce a la vida eterna.

FIESTA DE SAN JUAN BAUTISTA
JUNIO 24
(Por qué la Iglesia celebra la Natividad de
Juan el Bautista?

Solo se celebran tres cumpleaios en el
calendario litargico de la Iglesia, la Nativi-
dad de Nuestro Sefior (25 de diciembre), la
Natividad de Su Madre (8 de septiembre) y
la Natividad de Su precursor, Juan Bautis-

ta, el 24 de junio. San Juan Bautista fue apartado desde el vientre
materno para preparar el camino del Sefior y fue una figura signifi-
cativa conectada con la Encarnacion y la Redencion. La Iglesia lo
honra por su papel en la preparacion del camino para Cristo.
JPor qué es conocido San Juan Bautista?

San Juan Bautista es mas conocido por ser el primo de Jesus y la
figura principal que preparoé el camino para Cristo antes de que
comenzara su ministerio piblico. También es conocido por ser hijo
de los santos Isabel y Zacarias, quienes lo dieron a luz en su vejez.
.Cuando nacié San Juan Bautista?

Aunque no se conoce la fecha exacta del nacimiento de San Juan
Bautista, cada afio la Iglesia honra su Natividad el 24 de junio. Esto
es tres meses después de la Anunciacion, el 25 de marzo, ya que
Isabel tenia ya seis meses cuando el angel se le aparecio a Maria y
Jesus fue concebido (Lucas 1:24-26).
¢Cudl era la relacién entre Jesus y Juan el Bautista?

Juan el Bautista naci6 de Santa Isabel, quien era pariente de la
Santisima Virgen Maria (Lucas 1:36), lo que también relaciona a
Jestis y San Juan. El término de relacién mas comin sugerido para
los dos es "primo", aunque se desconoce el grado exacto.

.Qué dice la Biblia acerca de los santos Isabel y Zacarias?

En Lucas 1: 5-7, aprendemos de los santos Isabel y Zacarias.
Ahi se lee,

“En los dias de Herodes, rey de Judea, habia un sacerdote llamado
Zacarias, de la division de Abias; y tuvo una mujer de las hijas de
Aaroén, y su nombre era Isabel. Y ambos eran justos delante de
Dios, andando irreprensibles en todos los mandamientos y ordenan-
zas del Senor. Pero no tuvieron hijo porque Isabel era estéril, y
ambos eran de edad avanzada.”

Quién predijo el nacimiento de San Juan?

Isabel, la madre de Juan el Bautista, fue estéril durante muchos
anos, aunque ella y su esposo Zacarias oraron por un hijo. Un dia se
le apareci6 un angel del Sefior a Zacarias y le dijo: “Zacarias, no
temas, porque tu oracion ha sido escuchada, y tu mujer Isabel te
dara a luz un hijo, y llamaras su nombre Juan” (Lucas 1 :13).

El relato completo de la prediccion del nacimiento de Juan el Bau-
tista se encuentra en Lucas
.Qué dijo Jesus acerca de Juan el Bautista?

En Mateo 11:10 aprendemos especificamente lo que Jesus dijo
de Juan el Bautista.

“Este es aquel de quien esta escrito: He aqui, envio mi mensaje-
ro delante de ti, el cual preparara tu camino delante de ti.

De cierto os digo, que entre los nacidos de mujer no se ha levantado
ninguno mayor que Juan el Bautista; sin embargo, el mas pequefio
en el reino de los cielos ha sufrido violencia, y los violentos lo arre-
batan. Porque todos los profetas y la ley profetizaron hasta Juan; y
si estais dispuestos a aceptarlo, es Elias el que ha de venir. El que
tenga oidos para oir, que oiga”. (Mateo 11:10-15)

;Dénde podemos leer acerca de San Juan Bautista en la Biblia?

San Juan Bautista aparece por primera vez en el Antiguo Testa-
mento, cuando los profetas predijeron de una voz que prepararia el
camino (Isaias 40:1-11, Malaquias 3:1-4). Principalmente leemos
acerca de Juan el Bautista en los cuatro Evangelios. Los siguientes
pasajes de las Escrituras dan cuenta de las proclamaciones y testi-
monios de San Juan Bautista: Mateo 3:1-12, Marcos 1:2-8, Lucas
3:1-18, Lucas 7:27 y Juan 1:19-34. También podemos leer acerca
de los escritores de los Evangelios que escribieron sobre Juan el
Bautista en Lucas 1:80, Marcos 1:6-8 y Juan 1:6-8.

ST JOHN THE BAPTIST FEAST JUNE 24.

Why does the Church celebrate the Nativity of John the Baptist?
Only three birthdays are celebrated on the Church’s liturgical
calendar, the Nativity of Our Lord (December 25), the Nativity
of His Mother (September 8), and the Nativity of His forerunner,
John the Baptist, on June 24. Saint John the Baptist was set apart
from the womb to prepare the way of the Lord and was a signifi-
cant figure connected to the Incarnation and the Redemption.
The Church honors him because of his role in preparing the way
for Christ.

What is Saint John the Baptist known for?

Saint John the Baptist is most known for being the cousin of
Jesus and the principal figure to prepare the way for Christ be-
fore He began His public ministry. He is also known for being
the son of Saints Elizabeth and Zechariah, who bore him in their
old age.

When was Saint John the Baptist born?

Though the exact date of Saint John the Baptist’s birth is not
known, each year the Church honors his Nativity on June 24th.
This is three months after the Annunciation, March 25th, since
Elizabeth was already six months along when the angel appeared
to Mary and Jesus was conceived (Luke 1:24-26).

What was the relationship between Jesus and John the Bap-
tist?

John the Baptist was born to Saint Elizabeth, who was a kins-
woman of the Blessed Virgin Mary (Luke 1:36), making Jesus
and Saint John related, as well. The most common term of rela-
tion suggested for the two is “cousin,” though the exact degree is
unknown.

What does the Bible say about Saints Elizabeth and Zechari-
ah?

In Luke 1: 5-7, we learn of Saints Elizabeth and Zechariah.
There it reads,

“In the days of Herod, king of Judea, there was a priest
named Zechariah, of the division of Abijah; and he had a wife of
the daughters of Aaron, and her name was Elizabeth. And they
were both righteous before God, walking in all the command-
ments and ordinances of the Lord blameless. But they had no
child because Elizabeth was barren, and both were advanced in
years”.

Who predicted the birth of St. John?

Elizabeth, the mother of John the Baptist, was barren for
many years, though she and her husband Zechariah prayed for a
son. One day an angel of the Lord appeared to Zechariah and
said to him, “Do not be afraid, Zechariah, for your prayer is
heard, and your wife Elizabeth will bear you a son, and you shall
call his name John” (Luke 1:13).

The full account of the foretelling of the birth of John the Baptist
can be found in Luke 1:5-23.
What did Jesus say about John the Baptist?

In Matthew 11:10 we learn specifically what Jesus said of
John the Baptist.

“This is he of whom it is written, ‘Behold, I send my messen-
ger before thy face, who shall prepare thy way before thee.’
Truly, I say to you, among those born of women there has risen
no one greater than John the Baptist; yet he who is least in the
kingdom of heaven has suffered violence, and men of violence
take it by force. For all the prophets and the law prophesied until
John; and if you are willing to accept it, he is Elijah who is to
come. He who has ears to hear, let him hear.” (Matthew 11:10-
15)

Where can we read about Saint John the Baptist in the Bi-
ble?

Saint John the Baptist first appears in the Old Testament, when
the prophets foretold of a voice that would prepare the way
(Isaiah 40:1-11, Malachi 3:1-4). We mostly read about John the
Baptist in the four Gospels. The following scripture passages
give an account of Saint John the Baptist’s proclamations and
testimonies: Matthew 3:1-12, Mark 1:2-8, Luke 3:1-18, Luke
7:27, and John 1:19-34. We can also read of the Gospel writers
writing about John the Baptist in Luke 1:80, Mark 1:6-8, and
John 1:6-8.
